Rev. Rul. 69-643

M, a domestic corporation, sold its plant, equipment, trade name, and good will to O an unrelated
domestic corporation. One of the conditions of the sale was an agreement by M's president, A,
that he would not engage in a similar business in a stipulated area. A received money from O
with respect to the above agreement.

Held, the amount received by A in consideration of his agreement not to compete is ordinary
income to him in the year of receipt.
